Then Army Captain Will Latham led the cadets 
down the road to Summer Camp at Fort Hood.  Will was a tough old boot even back then, and that probably 
relates to how he ended up with a couple of stars.  The 16 cadets were getting their “Tough Pills” as well.  Most 
of the guys ended up as pretty good soldiers, and they also got their share of ink in the Metroplex newspapers.  A 
160-mile march with backpacks and boots wasn’t considered a lightweight task—especially just before an 

intense six-week training period. The young Jodies averaged over 26 miles a day for the 6-day trek. The group was honored at 
Homecoming a few years back.  Their names are worthy of recall nearly a half a century later: Clark, Marsh, Hunter, Roten, 
MacConnell, Kannady, Pinkerton, Darrah, Weidemeyer, Osburn, Ward, Prince, Rendleman, King, Clevland, Jensen. One more 
salute from the troops… 

Well, returning to those thrilling days of yesteryear, the new Professor of Military Science, LTC Alba, is running the 

“March to Summer Camp” back up the flagpole.  No pun intended, but they are following in some pretty big footsteps.  I am 

sure that they are up to the task and will do us proud.  Stay tuned. 
NOW, some other thoughts.  Seems our organization is not only growing in numbers, but we are enhancing our scholarship 

accounts as well as our life members.  Three well-deserving new inductees in the Hall of Honor, and the largest crowd ever were 
at the HOH luncheon.

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On March 2 at Fort Hood, LTC Archie Davis 

was promoted to full colonel by LTG Ricky Lynch, 
commander of III Corps.  Pinning on his eagles were 
the general and his loving wife, Jackie Davis.  Also 
pinning on his shoulder rank was his brother, Mike, 
and Colonel Joel Ward. 

This is significant. This is the handing forward of 
a tradition from one former cadet to 
another.  And the BEAT GOES ON!  
As Colonel Davis made his acceptance 
remarks, he recognized Colonel Ward 
for believing in him, and for his con-
tinuing support and mentorship.  Ward 
was his Professor of Military Science at 
UT Arlington and has tracked Davis’ 
career for over twenty years.   

Colonel Davis was the first 
African-American cadet colonel to 
command the UTA Corps of Cadets.  Archie attributes 
much of his success to his wife Jackie and Col. Ward. 

“Archie shares the credit for his accomplishments, 
but it was all Archie!”  Ward indicated that Colonel 
Davis already had extensive leadership talents and 
skills.  This is what got him promoted.  He did it on 
his own.  He further said, “Colonel Davis has much 
more than military leadership.  He knows how to take 

leadership to the next level—commitment.”  As you 
move through the military, you meet young future 
leaders.  Such fine young leaders need to be encour-
aged to work on their skills and, more importantly, be 
ready to assume increased responsibility as their 
leader moves on.  In short, it is all about creating a 
legacy for the future military.  One leadership skill 

that Archie has is to get junior leaders 
and young soldiers to “take ownership” 
of their assigned jobs.  Ward says, “I, 
too, learned that by allowing soldiers to 
‘own’ their assignments and by giving 
them credit for doing so, doesn’t weaken 
unit combat power, but literally multi-
plies it.  I don’t know where Archie 

learned it, but he is clearly a great 
leader.” 
Colonel Davis and Jackie have trav-

eled often from Fort Hood to Arlington to support and 
participate in events for the Maverick Battalion.  His 
most recent visit was for the Hall of Honor Ceremony 
2009. Congratulations, Colonel Davis!
