
We recently received a note from one of our alumni with a bit of a complaint that the Reveille seems to 
cover stories and news events of the Jodies more than the other organizations, and leaves out information 
about the Insurgent Team, the Rifle Team and the Pistol Team.  So, as editor of the Reveille, I would like 

to make a formal apology if your organization was slighted in the past.   

During my term as president of the CCAC, one of my goals was diversification. During that tenure we 
inducted more women into the HOH than ever before, we had more members of the different services in-
ducted, we elected more enlisted men into the HOH, and more was written about the members of the vari-

ous organizations.  Yet, perhaps the complaint of little ink about the Insurgency Team still has merit.  

Not so much as an excuse, but rather a reason, on this lack of reporting is this: Our organization is made 
up entirely of volunteers.  Unlike the Red Cross (whose CEO receives $500K+ a year in compensation and expenses), or 
the Leukemia Society (who spends 90% of their donations on salaries and things other than research), the CCAC pays no 
salaries or expense accounts. So, we don’t have a financial provision for flying to Kabul to seek out firsthand knowledge 
of the news.  We must rely on input from the field—from you, our members.  The Reveille is happy to report any news-

worthy story or event that relates to our organization or to UTA in general.
