For those who could not attend the Hall of Honor, I would like to
provide a short report on our funding support to the Military Sci-
ence program. The CCAC’s mission is to support UTA’s Military
Science program and enable it to develop outstanding future Army
leaders. We do that financially through two funds. Our Endowed
Scholarships Fund has a value of just over $107,000 and the inter-
est is used for cadet scholarships. The fund yielded scholarship
funds of $3,500 in 2014 and $4,000 in 2015. Our Gold Bar pro-
gram continues to support the Endowed Scholarship Fund and has
earned $32,000 since its inception in 2007. This is a donation fund
based on the number of Lieutenants commissioned from the Mili-
tary Science program each year. If you are not a member of the
Gold Bar program, I urge you to join. Your simply pledge to con-

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We completed a very successful Hall of Honor in March. Although it was only three months ago, we have started to
plan and prepare for the next Hall of Honor, planned for Saturday, March 5, 2016. I thought it might be good idea to
let you know some of what goes on behind the scenes. In June we start to look at candidates for the next Hall of
Honor. This process starts with members providing nomination packages for potential honorees. The packages in-
clude a basic resume about the person, including information about their time at UTA, what they have accomplished
in their career choice, things they have done within their community, and any other pertinent accomplishments. The
packages will be provided to the five-person selection committee in late summer, and the selection will be made in
late summer or early fall. If anyone knows someone they would like to recommend to the selection committee, please
let us know and get a package prepared for consideration.

Once the honorees have been selected, we work with them
to develop their official write-up for the Hall of Honor
plaque and prepare publicity packages for local papers and
school publications. Their names are then announced and
short biographical sketches are included in the “Reveille.”
Most of these activities are conducted by the Cadet Corps
Alumni Council Board of Directors.

Most alumni do not realize that a major part of the Hall of
Honor is planned, put together, and conducted by the
Corps of Cadets. It is one of the major learning experi-
ences in the spring semester. The Corps staff provides a
basic outline for the Hall of Honor in December. It identifies for the
cadets what is expected of them, the teams they might need to accomplish the event, and things they can do early on
in preparation. The staff identifies the Cadet Officer In Charge (OIC) who will be the main point of contact with the
CCAC. About a month prior to the Hall of Honor there is a joint planning session between the CCAC and the cadets.
Some of the teams that take part in this meeting are: the Corps Commander and OIC along with cadets leading teams
for Color Guard, I Am A Maverick, Carlisle Cannons, Sam Houston Rifles, registration, escorts for honoree families,
audio visual, Silver Cup detail, directional guides, decorations and memorabilia, seating and table arrangements, and
members of the Military Science Department Cadre.

President’s Desk, (Continued from page 1)
tribute a certain amount, say $3, or even $1, for each
Lieutenant commissioned each year.

Thanks to matching funds from UTA, our Life Mem-
bership Endowment Fund has almost doubled in value
to about $95,000. Interest from this fund supports the
Military Science program in a variety of ways including
the Hall of Honor and other battalion activities. Interest
was about $4,000 in 2014. Our agreement with UTA
requires that our contributions to this fund must total
$50,000 by 2018 to retain the matching funds. At the
end of 2014, CCAC lifetime memberships contributed

about $46,500, so we are almost there. We need, how-
ever, for everyone to continue enlisting new members,
especially lifetime members. Our memberships are not

just for an alumni association, they are investments in

the future as UTA sends out leaders in the active Army,
the Reserves and the National Guard.

Finally, this summer will see a transition as LTC Lora
Rimmer retires and LTC James L. Doty III becomes the
new Professor of Military Science. LTC Rimmer has
done an outstanding job, and we wish her all the best.
We welcome LTC Doty to UTA and look forward to
working with him.

TAPS David Rice Braden, 1925-2015
The Corps lost a long-time supporter as well as a founding and life member of CCAC on April 29, 2015.

David Rice Braden was exemplary of the patriotism, community service, and high standards of the UTA Cadet
Corps. Mr. Braden joined the Army Air Force immediately after Pearl Harbor was attacked. During his wartime ser-
vice he received the Distinguished Flying Cross, Air Medal with three Oak Leaf Clusters, and the Purple Heart.

After the war he founded an architectural firm, served as leader of numerous civic organizations, and was Chairman
of the Dallas/Ft. Worth International Airport Board. In addition, he was an early inductee in the Cadet Corps Hall of
Honor and served as its Master of Ceremonies for several years.

He is survived by two daughters, eight grandchildren, and four great grand children.
